15. Someone asked what would happen if our currentraciar decides to continue plowing
snow. The general response is that we’d still ribegroject since we would save money.

16. According to Gondringer, the Township has approxatye$200,000 and by next year the
amount will be approximately $300,000. Thus, weulddrave a mortgage of about
$300,000 with payments of approximately $15,000yar which is the amount we’d save
on plowing.
